Pickup at Birmingham Airport (BHX)

When you’re ready, open the Uber app to request a ride to your destination. Choose the BHX airport transportation option that suits your group size and luggage needs.

You’ll receive directions to Birmingham Airport pickup points directly in the app. Pickup locations may vary by terminal. Rideshare pickup signs may also be available at Birmingham Airport.

Go to your assigned BHX pickup location as specified by the app. Please note that this location may not always be at your nearest exit. Your driver’s name, license plate, and car color will be shown in the app. Verify your ride before you get in. If you can’t find your driver, contact them through the app.

Please follow these steps below on how to book your Lyft ride:
1) First download the Lyft app: Ride with Lyft
2) Create a new account or login to an existing one
3) Tap ‘Search destination’ and enter your drop-off location
4) Select your preferred ride type. You can learn more about different types of rides at Lyft ride types overview
5) Tap ‘Select Lyft’
6) Confirm or change your pickup location before tapping ‘Confirm and request’
7) Once you've enabled GPS locating in your phone settings, the Lyft app will automatically set your current address as the ‘pickup’ location
8) To add an extra stop during a ride, tap the ‘+’ icon next to the listed addresses at the top of the ride screen
9) If you’re making a stop or going to leave the car for more than 5 minutes, ask the driver to end the ride. Then, request a new ride when you’re ready to go to your next destination
Airport rides
You can select ride preferences to personalize your ride to or from the airport. This is available for all ride types.

· Vehicle temperature
· Quiet ride
· Help with luggage
To select your preferences, tap ‘Personalize your ride’ while you wait for your driver to arrive.

1) You will click on the BHM (Birmingham-Shuttlesworth International airport) box. Another box will pop up with “Tuscaloosa”. Click on “Tuscaloosa”. This will then take you to a secondary page which allows you to put in your preferred locations
2) In the “FROM” section type in the airport name or address (see above)
3) In the “TO” you can type in Hotel Capstone. However, this shuttle service does not go directly to the hotel. Alternative options on The University of Alabama campus will pop up. I recommend selecting “Bryant Hall” as your dropoff location since it is the closest to Hotel Capstone

2) Turn Right onto 5th Ave and continue straight for 272 feet
3) Turn Left onto 9th St and continue straight for 245 feet
4) Turn Right onto Hackberry Ln and continue for .1 miles
5) Turn Left onto University Blvd and continue straight for .2 miles and your destination will be on your right. (President’s Mansion will be on your left)
6) Continuing down University Blvd with Bryant- Denny Stadium to your left,
7) When coming from University Blvd with Bryant Denny on your left-hand side, you will make a right turn onto Stadium Drive
8) When turning right onto Stadium Drive, Bruno Business Library will be on your right-hand side

If you're interested in exploring the campus on a Veo Bike, here's a guide on how to use them:

1. Download the Veo Mobile App:
Before you start your biking adventure, download the Veo Mobile App on your smartphone. You can find it on the App Store for iOS devices or Google Play for Android devices.

2. Create an Account:
Open the Veo Mobile App and create an account using your email address. Follow the on-screen instructions to set up your account, including payment details.

3. Locate Nearest Veo Bike:
Use the app to locate the nearest available Veo Bike. The app will display a map with the locations of nearby bikes.

4. Scan QR Code or Enter Bike ID:
Once you've found a bike, use the app to scan the QR code on the bike or manually enter the bike's ID to unlock it. The app will provide you with the necessary instructions.

5. Adjust the Bike:
Before you start riding, make sure the bike is adjusted to your liking. You can modify the seat height and handlebar position to ensure a comfortable ride.

6. Start Your Ride:
After unlocking the bike, you are ready to start your ride. Be sure to follow campus bike paths and road rules for safety.

1. Crimson Ride Shuttle Service:
· The Crimson Ride Shuttle Service  is a mode of transportation on campus. It's a free shuttle service available to all students, faculty, and visitors.
· Look for designated Crimson Ride shuttle stops across campus. These stops are marked with signs indicating the shuttle routes.
· Buses only run Monday through Friday from 7:00 am - 7:00 pm
· Download the "Passio GO!" app on your smartphone. This app provides real-time tracking of Crimson Ride shuttles, allowing you to see when the next shuttle will arrive at your stop.

[bookmark: _9193ekgsqyzt]Being in Tuscaloosa, Alabama, tornadoes are a real and potentially life-threatening concern. Being informed and prepared for these severe weather events is crucial. Tornadoes can strike with little warning, causing significant damage and posing serious risks to safety. Understanding the importance of tornado preparedness and knowing how to respond during tornado watches and warnings are essential. 
The University of Alabama provides valuable resources, including severe weather guidelines (https://ready.ua.edu/severe-weather-guidelines/) and information on available shelters (https://ready.ua.edu/shelters/), to help ensure your safety during these emergencies. By familiarizing yourself with these resources and taking proactive steps to prepare, you can better protect yourself and others in the event of a tornado. Stay informed, stay safe.

A tornado watch is issued by the National Weather Service when weather conditions are conducive to the formation of tornadoes in and around the specified area. During a tornado watch, it is essential to stay vigilant and be prepared to take action if necessary.
During a tornado watch, individuals should stay informed by monitoring local weather reports and alerts. Review your emergency plan and ensure that you know the location of the nearest tornado shelter. Be prepared to take shelter quickly if a tornado warning is issued.

A tornado warning is issued by the National Weather Service when a tornado has been spotted on radar or observed by trained spotters. A tornado warning indicates imminent danger and requires immediate action to protect life and property.
If a tornado warning is issued, take immediate action to seek shelter in a safe location. Proceed to the designated tornado shelter in Hewson Hall, located on the bottom floor. Move quickly and calmly to the shelter, avoiding windows and exterior walls. Stay inside the shelter until the warning has expired and it is safe to emerge.

· Stay Informed: Monitor local weather reports and alerts for updates on tornado watches and warnings.
· Review Emergency Plan: Familiarize yourself with the location of the nearest tornado shelter and review your emergency plan with colleagues and fellow conference attendees.
· Take Shelter: If a tornado watch is issued, stay alert and prepared to take shelter if necessary. In the event of a tornado warning, seek shelter immediately in the designated tornado shelter in Hewson Hall.
· Stay Safe: Remain inside the shelter until the tornado warning has expired and it is deemed safe to exit. Follow any additional instructions from conference staff or emergency personnel.k
By understanding the difference between a tornado watch and a tornado warning and knowing how to respond appropriately to each, conference attendees can help ensure their safety and well-being in the event of severe weather.

Comprehensive response protocols emphasize immediate evacuation, avoidance of elevators, and prompt reporting of fires. The speakers will give instructions on what type of emergency is present and how to properly respond to the situation. There is signage throughout the building on the appropriate evacuation route.
